Senator Ralph Ostmeyer (Kansas Senate District #40), Representative Jim Morrison 
(Kansas House District #121) and Representative Don Hineman (Kansas House District #118) 
met with library supporters and interested Kansas residents in NWKLS sponsored Legislative 
Coffees in November and December.  

 Representative Morrison read WIGGLE to preschoolers in the Pioneer Memorial Li-
brary during Kansas Reads to Preschoolers Week, November 15-21, 2009.  He also met with 
almost 20 Kansans to discuss legislative issues on November 18 from 10:30 to 12:00.   

Senator Ostmeyer and Representative Hineman discussed various topics with 20+ 
area residents and librarians during the coffee held in the Oakley Public Library on December 
21, 2009 from 2:00 PM to 3:00 PM.  Both discussions were lively and offered the opportunity 
for people to ask questions and make comments.  

Representative Faber (Kansas House District #120) was unable to schedule a visit 
with his constituents at this time. 

Because the State Library of Kansas has been moved to temporary quarters for the 
State Capitol renovations, the onsite Legislative Day has been cancelled for this year.   The 
coffees allowed area residents to talk directly to legislators on their home turf.  Libraries are 
good places to hold public discussions and information transfer.

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Q:  Can I start the Public Library Survey (statistical report) and when is it due? 
 
A:   The Public Library Survey (statistical report) is up and running.  Go to http://collect.btol.com to get started.  Your user name 
 and password should the same as last year and you should be able to use any web browser to complete the form.  The  
 survey needs to be completed by February 19, 2010 , in order to be eligible for State Aid and receive a full Systems Services 
 Grant.  Contact NWKLS or Peter Haxton of the State Library, with any questions you may have. 
 
Q:  What happened to my KLOW (Kansas Libraries on the Web) Website? 
 
A:   On December 29, 2009, the KLOW (Kansas Libraries on the Web) server was hacked and completely shut down.  The 
 technology staff at NEKLS (Northeast Kansas Library System) have been working hard to resolve the issue and restore the 
 KLOW sites.  KLOW has been migrated to an Amazon Cloud Service (remote hosting on Amazon servers), which will be 
 more secure.  NEKLS staff were planning on migrating KLOW to the Cloud environment this year, however the timeline was 
 pushed-up due to the attack.  The NEKLS staff also applied updates, which will change the look and feel of the Wordpress 
 Administration side and increase security to prevent future attacks.  Those member libraries interested in KLOW sites will 
 still be able to use this service free of charge, but with a few months delay until the service is  back up and running.  Those  
 member libraries that currently have KLOW sites, please be patient while the system is restored.  If you have anymore 
 questions contact NWKLS.    
 
Q: What is going on with Kansas Tax Forms? 
 
A:   Due to budgetary reductions at the Kansas Department of Revenue (KDOR), KDOR will no longer be providing paper copies 
 of tax forms.  To find out more go to:  http://ks.webjunction.org/734 and watch the Kansas Tax Form Webinar or  
 http://www.ksrevenue.org/.  Remember, NEVER GIVE TAX ADVISE; leave that up to the tax professionals.
