
  As the American Library Association (ALA) has emphasized since first enactment of the 
Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act (CPSIA), concern for children’s safety is our first pri-
ority in providing materials to young patrons.  On August 26, 2009, the CPSC’s final rule on chil-
dren’s products containing lead was released.  In the rule, CPSC confirmed that libraries have 
no independent obligation to test library books for  lead under the law.   CPSC also an-
nounced its intention to release a Statement of Policy specifically providing guidance for libraries 
with regard to the treatment of older children’s books that could potentially contain lead.  Accord-
ing to our conversations with CPSC officials, that Statement of Policy should be released within 
the next several weeks.  
  While we await the Statement of Policy, ALA recommends that libraries take the following 
actions.  If a library is aware that any children’s book does indeed contain lead above the legal 
limits or otherwise presents a danger to children, it should remove it from public access, for in-
stance by moving it to the non-circulating collection.  We would also ask that if libraries do learn of 
any books containing lead to please let the ALA – Washington Office know so that we 
might  share that information with other libraries.  When the Statement of Policy is released, we 
will promptly notify our members.

We are very happy with 
it.”  He also said that communication with the driver has been great, they are 
pleased with the turnaround, and pleased with the service overall.

Courier Service Update 
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 Kansas Library Express began service July 6 with 198 delivery locations and 14 additional locations receiving ser-
vice through another library.   Since that time, three have joined as delivery locations, and three other locations are receiv-
ing indirect service.  Two locations have requested their service be increased from 3 to 5 days per week. 
 The numbers of items shipped has been reported as follows.  July items shipped: 32,737, August items shipped: 
42,844 with 186 libraries reporting. (updated on Friday, 9-11-09) That is an overall cost of 82 cents per item shipped during 
August. 
 Efforts have been made to keep the process of packaging and shipping materials simple.  This has created a sys-
tem that requires attention to detail by the library and by the courier employees.  As library staff find the process routine, 
these shipping problems should diminish. 
 Henry management has been responsive to reported problems and improving service remains a constant effort. To 
date all items reported “missing” on the courier have been delivered. 
 
 Highlights of service other than the numbers includ e endorsements from librarians.  
 
·  “We are thrilled with this service . . . . we love everything about it and it does seem we are sending out more ill 

 books than before -  but that is great!  Before when my postage money was gone for the month, we just had to say 
 ‘No’ to requests.” (Ness City library director, Jean Schlegel) 

 
·  Nancy Saddler of Pioneer Memorial Library in Colby comments, “ . . .  I LOVE the courier.  In just July and August, 

 our courier packages saved us $503.88 in postage! (For my own information I weighed the packages I sent on the 
 courier, so these are actual cost savings.) We will recoup our investment in the next month or so, and then the 
 REAL savings begin.”

 The address for the room is http://webj.wimba.com/launcher.cgi?room=ks_flinthills ; there is a set-up wizard that should be 
run any time prior to the session. After running the wizard, use the Participant login button and enter your name; you don't need a 
password.

 Wimba works best with a headset with attached microphone; you can use speakers with a standalone mic as long as you 
remember to mute your mic when you aren't speaking. Wimba does have a chat area where you can ask questions if you don't 
have a mic at all, but folks who have participated that way say it's less than ideal and you don't get the feeling of full participation 
like you do with a microphone.
